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A NOTE FROM OUR SPIRITUAL DIRECTOR…
   Beginning in Kenya in central Africa, and running northward across Somalia and through the Red sea is a fault line called the Great Rift.  It continues up the Gulf of Aqaba, up the Jordan Rift between Israel and Jordan to the foot of Mt. Hermon.
    The Jordan River flows down this rift from its beginnings on the slopes of Mt. Hermon.  It flows into Lake Huleh at 223 feet above sea level.  Then it drops down to the Sea of Galilee.  From the Sea of Galilee it wends its way down the Jordan valley to the Dead Sea about seventy miles away.  At the Dead Sea the water level is 1285 feet below sea level, and I am told that the Dead Sea is 1300 feet deep at its deepest part. 

    Here is the interesting part.  The Sea of Galilee is alive, and so is the Jordan River.  Water flows in one end and out the other.  As these living waters flow into the Dead Sea they are held there.  They stagnate and evaporate becoming very salty, and nothing lives in the water.

    We have been given God's living water not to hoard up, but to be a wellspring in us gushing forth to bring newness of life to others.  If we become receivers only, we become stagnant.  If we hoard it and do not share it, it stagnates and dies.  Let us share the gifts and blessings of God so others will live also.
