And, for those walks, we need pilgrims. It is never too early to turn in applications. We currently have 21 pilgrims for the fall walks-1 single man, 12 single women, and 4 couples. Remember, a full walk is 36 pilgrims per weekend. We accept 10 singles per weekend, and then fill in with others singles two weeks prior to the walks if spaces are available. I know each of you can think of at least one person you would like to sponsor. Begin praying for that person now! Then make an appointment to share what Emmaus is, and see if they are interested. Never pressure someone in to going. God will let them know when it is their time to take this journey. The gift of Emmaus is there for the taking when it is God’s time for them to attend. And speaking of the walks, here are just a few reminders. Remember, the Walk is for and about the pilgrims. Sponsors and other community members too, are encouraged to attend Sponsor’s Hour on Thursday evenings after the pilgrims are “sent off” to stay and pray over the crosses and share in Holy Communion on behalf of the pilgrims. Candlelight is on Saturday evenings of the weekends at Grace UMC in Pickens and begins at 8:30PM. Come early to fellowship, and leave very, very quietly. Closing takes place at the camp at 5PM on Sunday afternoon of the walks. The entire community is strongly encouraged to attend to welcome our newest members. And, remember, during closing, this is the PILGRIMS’ time. If God leads them to the podium to speak, that is wonderful. However, some pilgrims are not ready for that step and shouldn’t be forced in to speaking by another community member. Also, during closing, I encourage all community members not to yell out “name” if the pilgrim speaking forgets to introduce themselves. This makes many pilgrims who are speaking feel very uncomfortable, and many are already scared of speaking in public. I know I was petrified to speak in front of crowds when I first came in to the community. God sure has helped me overcome that fear through Emmaus. Praise God! Well, I think that’s about it. Thank you for listening to my random thoughts. These are just some thoughts that we all need to be reminded of, and others will be shared the closer we get to the fall walks. I pray that God continues to bless you all in your 4th Days!!!!
