An adventure I have wanted to do every time I go down there is rent a Jet Ski. I’m thinking this may be the time to take the plunge and ride one! In anticipation and a bit of preparation in my mind for what sitting and riding on one would be like, I visited a local store that sells them. As I talked to the salesperson, I asked questions about controlling the machine, the speed of it and of course, safety. I’m sure after I left he thought I should NEVER get on one! He did assured me I would be safe as long as I wore a wristband. I was told to wear this the entire time I was on the ski, as it will cut the engine off if I fall. Sounds pretty important, doesn’t it? I began to read the instructions on the Jet Ski and found this wristband is called a lanyard. This lanyard is a lifeline to keep you attached to the main source of power on the ski.  When it is detached from the engine, the engine cuts off and your source of power stops. Remember the rainbow yarn cross necklaces we were given on our walks? These necklaces are called lanyards. I began to think how this rainbow lanyard is more than a symbol of the colors of God with the cross hanging on it. It is a constant reminder for you and me to stay attached to our Source of power-God. "She was 17 years old.  He stood glaring at her, his weapon before her face.  'Do you believe in God?' She paused.  It was a life-or-death question.  'Yes, I believe in God  .''Why?' asked her executioner.  But he never gave her the chance to respond.  The teenage girl lay dead at his feet." (Jesus Freaks, p.17)  I have thought about this youth many times from the Columbine school shooting April 20,1999 and the five words which changed her life.  "Yes, I believe in God."  Would I have been able to stand with such faith?  I have been reading the book Jesus Freaks.  It is a compilation of accounts of Christian martyrs over the centuries.  The traditions of the deaths of the apostles are told as well as more recent martyrs such as Roy Pontoh.  Roy was a fifteen year old youth who was killed for being part of a Bible study in Ambon,  Indonesia in 1999.  Before his death, he told his attackers, "I am a soldier of Christ." (Jesus Freaks, p.47)  I hear on the nightly news about the holocaust in Sudan and realize people are dying for Christ everyday.  How do I respond?  I am thankful for the power of Christ in the hearts of martyrs to face such evil.  I pray that when my time comes, I will stand in faith and in the power that withstood the resurrection.  My time may come in death or not, but each of us will be called to bear a cross for Christ in our faith journey.  May we all say without a doubt , “YES, I BELIEVE IN GOD!”.
